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Industry Size and Performance 
There are now some 17,000 firms engaged in 
commercial construction, only about 180 of 
which employ more than 100 people.  
Including the many thousands of specialist 
trades firms which sub-contract to the principal 
contractors, employment in the industry in 
2002/03 averaged 342,000. 
 
The pre-tax profits of building and construction 
companies employing more than 30 people 
(about 85 per cent of which were commercial 
builders and contractors) increased strongly in 
2003/03.  They rose by 26 per cent from 
$1,710 million to $2,160 million.   The 
construction industry’s profits increased more 
rapidly than those of transport (up 12 per 
cent), manufacturing (up 15 per cent), property 
and business services (up 19 per cent) and 
mining, where profits fell by 3 per cent.  But 
other industries, notably wholesale and retail 
trade and miscellaneous industries, posted 
even stronger gains than construction.  As a 
result, construction’s share of total company 
profits fell from 4.4 per cent to 4.2 per cent.    
 
Mix of Work 
Over the past five years, civil engineering has 
been the largest sector of the market, 
accounting for 29 per cent of starts.  
Commercial building and multi-unit 
construction have each contributed 20 per 
cent of starts, community building 12 per cent, 
mining construction 10 per cent, and industrial 
building 9 per cent. 
 
Last year total industry starts rose by 27 per 
cent.   The fastest growing sectors were multi-
units, where starts increased by 39 per cent, 
and civil engineering, where they rose by 38 
per cent.  
 
Starts of commercial buildings increased by 27 
per cent , of mine construction by 19 per cent, 
industrial buildings by 17 per cent and 
community buildings by 1 per cent.

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 Commercial Construction Work Done, 2002/03
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State distribution 
The great bulk of commercial construction 
activity takes place in the eastern states: 30 
per cent in NSW, 26 per cent in Victoria and 
19 per cent in Queensland.  Last year, with an 
upsurge in retail and office building, NSW and 
Victoria were each the location of about a third 
of Australia’s non-residential building activity.  
With its development of the North West Shelf 
gas resources, WA led the way in engineering 
construction, closely followed by Victoria, 
where roadworks were the main activity, and 
Queensland where mining predominated. 
 
Because of Sydney’s geography and high land 
prices, nearly half of the nation’s apartments 
are built in NSW. 
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Construction 100 Market Share 
Contracts won by the Construction 100 increased by 86 per cent or $12.9 billion in 2002/03.  For the 
largest companies, by far the fastest growing segment of the market  was commercial building ,where 
the value of work won nearly tripled.  There were also big increases in multi-unit building and in civil 
engineering construction, and more modest rises in mine development and community building.  Only 
in industrial building did the value of work going to the largest companies decrease.

The latest ABS survey of expected capital 
expenditure, taken in July and August 2003, 
shows that businesses intend to spend 
substantially more on buildings and structures 
this year than they did in 2002/03.  Their 
expected spending this year was 30 per cent 
higher than their expectations a year earlier.  
And expected spending was higher in all broad 
industry groups – manufacturing, mining and 
other industries. 
 
Strong company profits and business 
confidence supported these intentions, but 
they are not always fully realised.  Sluggish 
world demand and a stronger Australian dollar 
have already eroded mining profits, and import 
competition will slow some manufacturing 
investment.   Forward indicators of 
construction activity are nevertheless strong in 
every sector of the industry.  
 
In the year to March 2003, 6 per cent more 
non-residential building work was started than 
was done, and at the end of the year there 
was six-and-a-half months work in the 
pipeline.  Work commenced exceeded work 
done in most states and was especially strong 
in the ACT, WA, NSW and Queensland.   
 

Forward Indicators of Commercial Construction
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Approvals were well sustained throughout 
most of 2002/03 and for the year as a whole 
were 16 per cent higher than in the previous 
year.  There were big increases in approvals 
of shops, hotels, entertainment facilities and 
‘other’ buildings.           
 
A resurgence of commercial building in NSW, 
along with continued strong growth in SA and 
WA, is likely to result in a 10 per cent lift in 
turnover this year.  More modest growth of 3 
per cent is forecast for 2004/05.      
 
Forward indicators of engineering construction 
activity are similarly strong.   Work begun in 
the year to March exceeded work done by 10 
per cent and at the end of the year there was 
six months work yet to be done. 
 

Forward Indicators of Non-residential Building Activity
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Forward indicators were especially strong in 
Victoria, where road and rail projects have 
boosted starts, and in WA, where mining, gas 
and pipeline projects have built a bank of more 
than six months work ahead.  Engineering 
construction activity is now at historically high 
levels.   However, with much work underway, 
and some big mining, smelting, road and rail 
projects about to start in Queensland, WA, 
NSW and Victoria, it is likely to increase by a 
further 6 per cent this year, before easing by 4 
per cent in 2004/05.   
 
Multi-unit approvals are now falling, and an 
over-supply of inner-city apartments is already 
evident in the major capitals.  A number of 
projects have been cancelled or deferred, 
many of them in Melbourne. 
Despite this, borrowing to invest in housing 
continues at record levels, and there is a large 
volume of work under construction and yet to 
be done.  Enough, we believe, to ensure that 
work done this year will be only about 2 per 
cent less than in 2002/03.  Turnover in 
2004/05, however, is forecast to fall by 15 per 
cent.
